Higher Headquarters/Inspector General (HHQ/IG) may use this directory in whole or in part during evaluations and exercises.

1.  The items listed do not constitute the order or limit the scope of the inspection/assessment.  As a mini-mum, units will use this directory in conjunction with the annual unit self-inspection.  The objective is to identify deficiencies that preclude attainment of required capabilities.
