This C&SRL implements AFPD 90-2; The Inspection System.  It applies to ANG and is intended to be used by MAJCOM and NAFs to help ensure that compliance and standardization in ANG units.  This C&SRL supports guidance in the following:  Public Law, Exec Order, Higher Headquarters (HHQ) directive publications (DoD, JCS, FAA, AFI and AFMAN, etc.  Units may supplement this publication to add internal compliance items, if desired.

SUMMARY OF REVISIONS

This document is substantially revised and must be completely reviewed; substantially restructured to incorporate critical, core, and general compliance philosophy. AFI and other publication references updated.

1. Critical Compliance Objective (CCO) Items. The CCOs are shown in BOLD CAPS format, and will be inspected/validated by HHQ. This is an area that represents a “single-point failure” issue where non-compliance would result in dire mission impact or could very likely result in loss of life, serious injury, or significant potential for litigation.
2. Core Compliance Items (CCI). CCIs are shown in ALL CAPS format, and are essential to operations (these items will be sampled during HHQ visits and inspections). This is an area that requires special vigilance and is important to the overall performance of the unit, but is not deemed “critical.” Non-compliance would result in some negative impact on mission performance or could result in injury, unnecessary cost, or possible litigation

3. General Compliance Items (GCI). GCIs are shown in lower case format, and are fundamental items (these may be certified by the commander and may be sampled during HHQ visits and inspections). This is an area deemed fundamental to successful overall performance of the unit, but non-compliance would result in minimal impact on mission accomplishment or would be unlikely to result in injury, increased cost, or possible litigation.
