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This directory implements Air Force Policy Directive (AFPD) 90-2, The Inspection System, and is appli-cable to all Air National Guard (ANG) flying units.  Compliance with this directory and its parent instruc-tion Air National Guard Instruction (ANGI) 21-101, Maintenance Management of Aircraft, is mandatory.  Units will supplement this publication with items developed from appropriate technical data, Air Force Occupational Safety and Health (AFOSH) Standards (STD),  local operating instructions (OI), etc.,  to assess internal compliance.  Higher Headquarters/Inspector General (HHQ/IG) may use this directory in whole or in part during evaluations and exercises.

SUMMARY OF REVISIONS

This document is substantially revised and must be completely reviewed.

1.  The items listed do not constitute the order or limit the scope of the inspection/assessment.  As a mini-mum, units will use this directory in conjunction with the annual unit self-inspection.  The objective is to identify deficiencies that preclude attainment of required capabilities.
