SUPPORT PLANNING
This publication implements AFPD 90-2, The Inspection System, and is applicable to all ANG flying units.  Compliance with this publication is mandatory.  The items listed do not constitute the order or limit the scope of the inspection/assessment.  As a minimum, units will use this publication in conjunction with the annual unit self-assessment. The objective is to identify deficiencies, which preclude attainment of required capabilities.  Units will supplement this publication with items developed from appropriate technical data, Air Force Occupational Safety and Health (AFOSH) Standards, local operating instructions (OIs), etc. to assess internal compliance.  This publication may be used in whole or in part by HHQ/IG during evaluations and exercises.  For the purposes of this checklist, the phrase non-tenant means that the base deployment resides solely with organization being inspected, as opposed to sharing with a Host Base Deployment Function.  NOTE:  This checklist will be modified, upon publication of Air Force Instructions currently in rewrite, to include complete AF and MAJCOM references.

Has the BSPC reviewed all other base support planning efforts and included air base operability actions, reception task force responsibilities, command and control structures, facility and utility usage, security requirements, noncombatant evacuation planning (to include SAFEHAVEN operations), and tenant base support planning involvement in the BSP?

Has the BSPC compared available resources to contingency requirements to identify overages and shortfalls and forwarded personnel augmentation requirements (shortages)?




27.
Does the BSPC review and prioritize installation LIMFACs that affect force deployment, reception, employment, and overall mission accomplishment?




28.
Have the tenant unit commanders developed, managed and reviewed their portions of the BSP?




29.
Do tenant unit commanders ensure that their BSP chapter OPRs develop and maintain a continuity book?




30.
Has the deploying unit commander (wing, group, or squadron) reviewed the BSP for those locations to which their units are tasked to deploy or through which it’s tasked to transit?




31.
Has the deploying unit commander coordinated with and advised the reception base or transit location of unique support requirements, suggested changes, or other impacts on reception planning?
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
