1.  Critical Compliance Objectives (CCO).  Areas that represent “single-point failure” issues where non-compliance would result in dire mission impact or could very likely result in loss of life, serious injury, or significant potential for litigation. CCOs are shown in BOLD AND ALL CAPS FORMAT.

2.  Core Compliance Items (CCI).  Areas that require special vigilance and are important to the overall performance of the unit, but are not deemed “critical”.  Non-compliance would result in some negative impact on mission performance or could result in injury, unnecessary cost, or possible litigation.  CCIs are shown in ALL CAPS FORMAT.

3.  General Compliance Items (GCI).  Areas deemed fundamental to successful overall performance of the unit, but non-compliance would result in minimal impact on mission accomplishment or would be unlikely to result in injury, increased cost, or possible litigation. GCIs are shown in lower case.
