Nonexpendable items including Equipment Management
Code (EMC) 1 issued by Individual Equipment Element (IEE) to satisfy mobility requirements
are accounted for as Equipment Authorization Inventory Data (EAID). Nonreturnable items
which are coded as such in AS 016, do not require EAID accounting. Waivers for EAID
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accounting on returnable NF1 items stored in mobility bags must be approved by ANG Logistics
Policies and Procedures - Readiness (NGB/A4RMP).
